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Course description: Introduce students to critical thinking and the fundamentals of academic writing. Through the writing process, students refine topics; develop and support ideas; investigate, evaluate, and incorporate appropriate resources; edit for effective style and usage; and determine appropriate approaches for a variety of contexts, audiences, and purposes. Writing activities will include exposition, argumentation and a researched essay. 

ENG 111 will help students understand that writing is a process that develops through experience and varies among individuals. 

· Students will engage in the writing process: prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, and reflecting. 

· Students will incorporate reading and experience into their writing process. 

ENG 111 will develop students' ability to analyze and investigate ideas and to present them in well-structured prose appropriate to the purpose and audience. 

· Students will competently read, analyze, and respond to college-level texts. 

· Students will create unified, coherent, developed pieces of writing that demonstrate an awareness of rhetorical elements such as purpose, audience, and organization. 

· Students will appropriately employ grammatical and mechanical conventions. 

· Students will learn how to use and evaluate outside sources of information, incorporate, and document source material appropriately, and avoid plagiarism.

· Students will compose a variety of graded and un-graded assignments.
Minimum Requirements: 

· Seven essays of approximately 500-700 words each; One major research essay - approximately 1200-1500 words 

· Drafts of all essays (10 points deducted from final draft when rough draft is not submitted on its due date) 

· Writing portfolio and individual conferences with instructor 

· Peer group work 

· Quizzes/Homework/Class work/Journal

Student Conduct

Dual enrollment English adheres to the VBCPS attendance policy. After seven absences, students will lose credit for the course. 

Late Work 

Late Work will not be accepted. It is the responsibility of each student to make sure that work is submitted on the due date. Late work will result in a zero for that assignment. Should a student be absent on the day an assignment is due, it is the responsibility of the student to turn in his work to the instructor prior to the absence, upload it to the server, or have it delivered or emailed that day. 
Tuition 

Each student must pay tuition by 5 PM on September 23, 2016 or be removed from the course.  In 2016, VBCPS students will pay TCC $45 per credit hour for a total of $135 for 3 credit hours. This fee may vary next semester according to support from the State Legislature. Students must purchase textbooks. It is important that parents and students understand that the tuition payment and the application for admission are not contractual and do not guarantee that the student will pass the course or be awarded the credits. 

Academic Responsibility 

The Tidewater Community College Catalog and Student Handbook and Class Planner, which students may access on-line, state that faculty members who find a student has plagiarized an assignment will withhold credit for that assignment. Plagiarism is defined as the accidental or intentional misrepresentation of the words or ideas of another as one's own. Repeated incidents of plagiarism may result in an F for the course. Students will also adhere to the Cox H.S. Honor Code. 
Drop Date 

The last date to drop this course and receive a refund is September 23, 2016. The last date to withdraw from this course without academic penalty is November 23, 2016.  Student initiated withdrawals after that date will result in a grade of F being posted to the student's transcript at TCC. 

Quizzes, Class Work, Homework     
Quizzes will be on grammar, mechanics, editing, and homework readings. Quizzes may be announced or unannounced.  If you miss an announced quiz, you will take the quiz on the day you return to school.  Be prepared to stay after your school day to make up work you have missed.  You have four calendar days to make up class work, homework, and/or pop quizzes. If you fail to make up grades within these time frames, you will receive a zero for the assignment. 

Class work will either be graded or checked for completion.  Most of your homework will be writing and reading assignments.  Rough drafts that you write for class, but choose not to bring to final revision, count as a homework check.   
For a college class you should prepare to spend at least two hours outside of class for every hour that you are in class.  The homework will be announced and posted on the homework board in class; homework reminders will also be texted or emailed to students and parents using Remind.com.
Papers

Rough drafts and final drafts are due at the beginning of the block on the dates assigned.  One emergency allowance will be given, but the paper must be turned in the next class.  No other late papers will be accepted.  If you are not in class, your paper must be uploaded, emailed or delivered to me on the due date. Students are encouraged to make an appointment to meet with the instructor for assistance as needed.
All students must adhere to the following guidelines for formal essays (MLA style): 

1.  All essays are to be typed, double-spaced with one-inch margins all around. 

2.  The font size should be 12. 

3.  Do not include a title page. 

4. Name, class (ex. English 111), date, and assignment type should be double-spaced in the         upper left-hand comer of the first page. 

5. A title should be centered on the top line of the first page. The title should be properly capitalized and should not include bold, italicized, or underlined words. Do not use quotation marks. 

6. A header should be in the upper right-hand corner of all pages. The header needs to include your last name and page number (Smith 2). 

7. All rough drafts, peer edits, and outlines should be placed in a folder labeled “English 111” in your Share Point folder.

BYOD -

Electronic devices such as, but not limited to, cell phones, tablets, iPods, laptops, and e-readers may be used in class only during specified instructional activities and only with the express permission of the teacher.  At all other times these devices are to remain off and put away.  Penalties for violation will be in accordance with the VBCPS BYOD policy.
